SUMMER TERM 2018  PINE CLASS

	ENGLISH

To begin the summer term we will be writing stories based on places we have been. Children will be working from the text ‘Where my wellies take me…’ by Clare and Michael Morpurgo. Children will be creating a piece of writing and poem based on a place that is meaningful to them. We will then move onto non-fiction texts and writing biographies and autobiographies.
After half term, we will be developing our skills further with a focus on adventure stories, inspired by ‘Taking Flight’ on Literacy shed. Finally, we will develop our ability to write balanced arguments. 
During our sequences we will be further developing our knowledge of Year 5 grammar. 
	MATHEMATICS

This term, we will be continuing to develop our knowledge of decimals. We will be looking at adding and subtracting decimals in different contexts. We will also be looking at multiplying and dividing decimals by 10, 100 and 1000.
We will then be moving onto Geometry, focusing on the properties of shapes and position and direction. 

Finally, we will be looking at measurement and understanding converting between different units. We will also be developing an understanding of volume.
Children are to continue working through their arithmetic papers at home to consolidate essential skills.

	SCIENCE 
This term, Year 5 will be learning about living things and their habitats. We will also be looking at animals and humans. Science is taught by our science specialist Mrs Collins.

	GEOGRAPHY 

We will be learning about international trade, with a particular focus on the hosts of the 2014 and 2018 FIFA World Cups, Brazil and Russia.  We will also be learning about Fairtrade.

	COMPUTING
In computing, the children will be learning how to create a blog with a particular focus on e-safety, sharing information with visitors to the school website on how to stay safe online.
	ART and DT

In art, we will be considering what makes an effective flag before making our own Fairtrade flags.  We will be designing a seasonal salad in DT.

	MUSIC

Our music this term will be taught by a specialist from Ivybridge Community College, Mr Rodgers. 
	RE

We will be considering the questions:
Do beliefs in Karama, Samsara and Moksha help Hindus lead good lives?
What is the best way for Christians to show commitment to God?

	PE
